9. Switch the sewing machine off ("O") when making any adjustments in the
needle area, such as threading needle, changing needle, threading bobbin,
or changing presser foot.
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Always unplug the machine from the electrical outlet when removing
covers, when lubricating or when making any other user servicing
adjustments mentioned in the instruction manual.

Never drop or insert any object into any opening.
Do not use outdoors.

Do not operate where aerosol (spray) products are being used or where
oxygen is being administered.

To disconnect, turn all controls to the off ("O") position, then remove plug
from outlet.

Do not unplug by pulling on cord. To unplug, grasp the plug, not the cord.

Basically, the machine should be disconnected from the electricity supply
when not in use.

If the power cord of this appliance is damaged, it must be replaced with a
special cord by your nearest authorized dealer or service center.

When inserting or removing
the bobbin, the needle must
be fully raised.

. Pull the thread through the

slit (A).

. Draw the thread clockwise

until it slips into the notch (B).

. Pull out about 15 cm of

thread and attached the
bobbin cover plate.

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Threading the upper
thread

This is a simple operation but it is
important to carry out correctly as
by not doing so several sewing
problems could result.

- Start by raising the needle to
its highest point, and also raise
the presser foot to release the
tension discs. (1/2)

Lift up the spool pin. Place the
thread and spool holder onto
the spool pin.

For small spools of thread,
use the spool cap with the
small end facing the spool of
thread. (3)

Draw thread from spool to the
upper thread guide. (4)

Guide thread around thread
guide pulling thread through
pre-tension spring as
illustrated. (5)

Continue downwards on the
right side of the large verticle
thread guide passing under
and up on the left side
allowing the thread to engage
in the check spring as it
passes upwards. (6)

At the top of this movement
pass it from right to left
through the slotted eye of the
take-up lever and then
downwards again. (7)

Pass behind the flat,
horizontal thread guide. (8)

Now take it behind the thin
wire needle clamp guide and
then down to the needle which
should be threaded from front
to back. Pull about 6-8 inches
of thread to the rear beyond
the needle eye. (9)
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Automatic needle

threader

- Raise the needle to its highest
position.

- Press lever (A) right down.

swings to the threading
position (B).

Turn the handwheel
forwards until the needle is
raised.

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Reverse sewing

At the end of seam, press down
the reverse sewing lever. Sew a
few reverse stitches. Release
the lever and the machine will
sew forwards again. (A)

Removing the work

Turn the handwheel towards to
bring the thread take up lever to
its highest position, raise the
presser foot and remove work
towards the back.

Cutting the thread

Hold the threads behind the
presser foot with both hands,
guide them to the slit (B) and
press down.

Changing sewing
directions

1. Stop the machine at the point
where you wish to change
directions with the needle still
in the fabric.

2. Raise the presser foot and
turn the fabric to line up its
new direction using the
needle as a turning point.

3. Lower the presser foot and
start sewing in the new
direction.
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Inserting the needle

Change the needle regularly,
especially if it is showing signs
of wear and causing problems.

Insert the needle as illustrated

as follows:

A. Loosen the needle clamp
screw and tighten again af-
ter inserting the new needle.
(1)

B. The flat side of the shaft
should be towards the back.

C/D. Insert the needle as far up

as it will go.

Thread tension

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Adjusting presser
foot pressure

The presser foot pressure of
the machine has been pre-set
and requires no particular
readjustment according to the
type of fabric (light-or-heavy
weight).

However, if you need to adjust
the presser foot pressure, turn
the presser adjusting screw
with a coin.

For sewing very thin fabric,
loosen the pressure by turning
the screw counter clockwise,
and for heavy fabric, tighten by
turning it clockwise.

How to drop feed dog

For ordinary sewing, keep the
feed dog up, for freehand
embroidery, sewing on buttons
and darning, drop the feed dog.

To raise (a) and lower (b) feed
dog.

Replace needle often (approximately every other garment ) and / or at first thread breakage or skipped
stitches.

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How to choose your
pattern

For straight stitch select pattern
"A" with pattern selector dial.
Adjust the stitch length with the
stitch length dial. You may
choose any needle position, by
turning the stitch width dial.

For zigzag stitch, select pattern
"B" with pattern selector dial.
Adjust the stitch length and
stitch width according to the
fabric being used.

To obtain any of the other
patterns shown in the upper
row on the stitch selection
panel, select the letter above
the stitch with the stitch selector
dial. Adjust the stitch length and
the stitch width with the control
dials according to the result
desired.

To obtain any of the patterns on
the second row, turn the stitch
length dial to "S", select the
pattern desired with pattern
selector dial, and adjust the
stitch width with the stitch width
dial. (HZL-355Z, HZL-357Z2)

a. Stitch width dial

b. Stitch length dial

c. Stitch display

d. Pattern selector dial
e. Reverse lever
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Straight stitching and
needle position

Turn the stitch selection dial so
that the pointer is set to the
straight stitch.

Generally speaking, the thicker
the fabric, thread and needle,
the longer the stitch should be.

Choose your needle position,
from center position to left
needle position by changing the
stitch width dial from "0" to "7".

Zigzag stitching

Turn the stitch selection dial to
zigzag stitch.

Function of zigzag dial

The maximum zigzag stitch
width for zigzag stitching is "7";
however, the width can be
reduced on any patterns. The
width increases as you move
zigzag dial from "0" - "7". For
twin needle sewing, never set
the width wider than "4". (1)

Function of stitch length dial
while zigzaging

The density of zigzag stitches
increase as the setting of stitch
length dial approaches "0".
Neat zigzag stitches are usually
achieved at "2.5" or below. (2)

Satin stitch

Closed up zigzag stitches
(close together) are referred to
as a satin stitch. Set the stitch
length between "0" - "1".
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Sewing on buttons

Change presser foot to button
sewing foot.

Move the drop feed control to
"&A& " to lower the feed dogs. (1)

Position the work under the foot.
Place the button in the desired
position, lower the foot.

Set the pattern selector knob
on zig zag stitch. Adjust the
stitch width between "3" - "5"
according to the distance
between the two holes of the
button. Turn the handwheel to
check that the needle goes
cleanly into the left and right
holes of the button. Set the
pattern selector knob on
straight stitch, and sew a few
securing stitches.

Set the pattern selector knob

on zig zag stitch, and slowly
sew on the button with about 10
stitches. Set the pattern
selector knob on straight stitch,
and sew a few securing stitches.

If a shank is required, place a
darning needle on top of the
button and sew. (3) For buttons
with 4 holes, sew through the
front two holes first (2), push
work forward and then sew
through the back two holes. (3)
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How to sew

== Buttonhole-making is a
- simple process that provides

reliable results.

Making a Buttonhole

- Using tailor's chalk, mark the
position of the buttonhole on
the fabric.

- Attach the buttonhole foot and
set the pattern selection dial
to" "

- Lower the presser foot
aligning the marks on foot with
the marks on the fabric as
shown in fig. (1). (The front
bar tack will be sewn first.)

- Open the button plate and
insert the button. (2)

- Lower the buttonhole lever and
push it back slightly as in fig. (3)

- While gently holding the upper
thread, start the machine.

- Buttonhole stitching is done in
the order shown in fig. (4)

- Stop the machine when the
buttonhole is sewn.

Making a Buttonhole on

Stretch Fabrics (5)

When sewing buttonholes on

stretch fabric, place a gimp

thread under the buttonhole
stitching.

- Mark the position of the
buttonhole on the fabric with
the tailor's chalk, attach the
buttonhole foot, and set the
pattern selection dial to " i ".

- Hook the gimp thread onto the
back end of the buttonhole
foot, then bring the two gimp
thread ends to the front of the
foot, insert them into the
grooves and temporarily tie
them there.

- Lower the presser foot and
start sewing.

* Set the stitch width to match
the diameter of the gimp
thread.

- Once sewing is completed,
gently pull the gimp thread to
remove any slack, then trim
off the excess.
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Left and right side
balance for buttonhole

Stitch density on right and left
sides of buttonhole can be
adjusted by button-hole
balance control dial.

This dial should usually be in a
neutral position. (between "+"
and n ")

If the stitches on the left side of

the buttonhole are too close

together, turn the dial to the left

(+)-

* Turning dial to the left opens
left side.

If the stitches on the left side of

the buttonhole are too open,

turn the dial to the right ( ).

* Turning dial to the right closes
left side.

Zippers and piping

The zip foot can be inserted
right or left, depending on
which side of the foot you are
going to sew. (1)

To sew past the zip pull, lower
the needle into the fabric, raise
the presser foot and push the
zip pull behind the presser foot.
Lower the foot and continue to
sew.

It is also possible to sew in a
length of cord, into a bias strip
to form a 'welt'.

Set stitch length control
between "1" - "4" (according to
thickness of fabric). (2)
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Stitch selection

Turn the stitch length dial to "4".
(HZL-3532)

Turn the stitch length dial to "S".
(HZL-355Z, HZL-357Z)

Triple straight stitch: (1/2)
For hardwearing seams.

The machine sews two stitches
forwards and one stitch
backwards.

This gives triple reinforcement.

Triple zig-zag: (3/4)

For hardwearing seams, hems
and decorative seams.

Adjust the stitch width dial to
between "3" and "7".

Triple zig-zag is suitable for firm
fabrics like denim, corduroy, etc.

Sewing on lace and elastic,
darning, mending, reinforcing
edges.

Place patch in position.
0 9 The stitch length can be
shortened to produce very
close stitches. (1)

When mending tears, it is
advisable to use a piece of
backing fabric to reinforce. The
stitch density can be varied by
adjusting the stitch length. First
sew over the center and then
overlap on both sides.
Depending on the type of fabric
and damage, sew between 3
and 5 rows. (2)
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Blind hem

For hems on curtains, trousers,
skirts, etc.

M Blind hem for stretch fabrics.
(HZL-355Z, HZL-357Z)

_A_A. Blind hem for firm fabrics.

Turn up the hem to the desired
width and press. Fold back (as
shown in Fig. 1) against the
right side of the fabric with the
top edge of the hem extending
about 7 mm (1/4") to the right
side of the folded fabric.

Start to sew slowly on the fold,
making sure the needle touches
slightly the folded top to catch
one or two fabric threads. (2)

Unfold the fabric when
hemming is completed and
press.

Smocking stitch

Turn the stitch length dial to "4".
(HZL-3532)

Turn the stitch length dial to "S".
(HZL-355Z, HZL-357Z)

Seams, hems, T-shirts,
underwear, etc.

This stitch can be used for all
types of jersey as well as for
woven fabrics. (1)

Sew at 1 cm (1/4") from the
fabric edge and trim the surplus
fabric. (2)
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Overlock stitches

Turn the stitch length dial to "4".
(HZL-3532)

Turn the stitch length dial to "S".
(HZL-355Z, HZL-357Z)

Seams, neatening, visible hems.

Double overlock stitch (1):
For fine knits, handknits, seams.

Standard overlock (2):
For fine knits, jerseys, neck
edges, ribbing. (HZL-353Z,
HZL-357Z)

Stretch overlock (3):
For fine knits, jerseys, neck
edges, ribbing.

All overlock stitches are
suitable for sewing and
neatening edges and visible
seams in one operation.

When neatening, the needle
should just go over the edge of
the fabric.

A Attention:

Use new needles or ball point
needles! or stretch needle!

Quilting

Insert the quilt guide in presser
foot holder and set the space
as you desired.

Move the fabric over and sew
successive rows with the guide
riding along on the previous
row of stitching.
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Patch work

Turn the stitch length dial to "4".
(HZL-3532)

Turn the stitch length dial to "S".
(HZL-355Z, HZL-357Z)

These stitches are used to join
two pieces of fabric while
leaving a space between their
edges.

- Fold over the edges of the two
pieces of fabric for the hem
and baste the edges to a thin
piece of paper leaving a small
space between them.

- Stitch along the edge, pulling
both threads slightly when
beginning to sew.

* Use thicker than normal
threads for sewing.

- After sewing, remove the
basting and the paper. Finish
by tying knots on the reverse
side at the beginning and the
end of the seams.
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Attaching lace

Turn stitch length dial to the
desired length.

Turn the stitch selector to
straight stitch, center needle
position.

Fold in the edge of the fabric
(approximately 6 mm, 1/4").

- Place the lace under the folded
edge of the fabric allowing it to
underlap the fabric slightly as
required by the pattern of the
lace.

- Sew on the edge of the fabric
fold.

- You can add a decorative
touch by using the satin stitch
to sew the lace.
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Practical stitches

Set the machine as illustrated.
Turn the stitch width dial and
stitch length dial to suit the
fabric.

Feather stitch (1)

For decorative joining seam for
a fagoted effect. (HZL-353Z,
HZL-357Z)

Bridging (2)

For seams, place mats,
tablecloths.

Decorative joining seam for a
fagotted effect. Gathering with
cord or shirring elastic.

Rampart (3)

For flat joining seams, sewing
on elastic, visible hems.

This stitch can be used for firm,
thicker fabrics.

Shell hem (4)

For decorative edges.

Suitable for edges on sheer,
fine and stretch fabrics. The
larger stitch should go just over
the edge of the fabric to create
the shell effect.

- This stitch requires a tighter
thread tension than normal.

- Place the fabric under the
presser foot so that it will be
sewn along the bias with the
straight stitches sewn on the
seamline and the zigzag
stitches sewn slightly over the
folded edge.

- Sew at a slow speed.
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Darning

- Turn stitch length dial to the
desired length.

- Turn stitch selector to straight
stitch, center needle position.

- Position the fabric to be
darned under the presser foot
together with the under laying
fabric to be used.

- Lower the presser foot and
alternately sew forward or
reverse using the lever.

- Repeat this motion until the
area to be darned is filled with
rows of stitching.

For reverse sewing instructions,
see page 34.

Applique

- Turn stitch length dial to the
desired length.

- Turn zig-zag width dial to
small width.

- Cut out the applique design
and baste it to the fabric.

- Sew slowly around the edge
of the design.

- Trim excess material outside
the stitching. Make sure not to
cut any stitches.

- Remove the basting thread.

- Tie top and bottom thread
under the applique to avoid
unraveling.
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Monogramming and
embroidering with
embroidery hoop*

Drop the feed dogs. (1)

- Remove the presser foot and
the presser foot holder.

- Lower presser foot lever
before starting to sew.

- Adjust the stitch width
according to the size of
lettering or design.

Preparation for
Monogramming and
Embroidering*

- Draw the desired lettering or
design on the right side of the
fabric.

- Stretch the fabric between
embroidery hoop as firmly as
possible.

- Place the fabric under the
needle.

Make sure the presser foot
bar is down in its lowest
position.

- Turn the balance wheel
towards you to bring up the
lower thread through the
fabric. Sew a few securing
stitches at the starting point.

- Hold the hoop with thumb and
forefingers of both hands
while pressing the material
with the middle and third
fingers and supporting the
outside of hoop with smaller
finger.

* Embroidery hoop not included
with machine.
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Maintenance

Disconnect the machine from
the mains before carrying out
any maintenance or changing
the sewing light bulb.

Cleaning

If lint and bits of thread
accumulate in the hook, this will
interfere with the smooth
operation of the machine.
Check regularly and clean the
stitching mechanism when
necessary.

Bobbin holder

1. Remove the bobbin cover
plate and bobbin.

2. Clean the bobbin holder with
a brush.

Hook race and feed dog

3. Remove the needle, presser
foot and holder.

Remove the bobbin cover
plate and bobbin.

4. Lift up bobbin holder and re-
move it.

5. Clean the hook race, feed
dog and bobbin holder with a
brush. Also clean them, us-
ing a soft, dry cloth.

6. Replace the bobbin holder
into the hook race so that the
tip (a) fits to the stopper (b)
as shown.
