The device should be used in 
combination with a suction motor (SA-127). 

* The SA-127 is not required if a commercially available 
suction motor or suction device is provided at your 
factory.

The device feeds a highly-frictional garment body (material fabric) 
sandwiched vertically between the clamp foot and shim.

The device automatically feeds rolled interlining onto the 
table and cuts it. It helps reduce the time required to place 
the interlining, thereby increasing productivity and workability.

Two kinds of stackers are available; i.e., clamp bar stacker 
(SP-46) and roller stacker (SP-47). With the stacker, the machine 
is able to handle materials with a shortest distance of 250 mm 
from its edge to the pocket.
