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1. Operating Results

(1) Analysis of Operating Results

Overview of the current fiscal year

The business performance picked up in the fourth quarter but, due to a significant influence of the poor
business results until the third quarter, consolidated sales of the JUKI Group stood at 56,970 million yen
(down 26.8% from the preceding fiscal year), while consolidated ordinary income stood at the negative
11,102 million yen (a decline from the negative 5,259 million yen for the preceding fiscal year), and the
Group’s consolidated net loss was 11,233 million yen (a decline from the negative 9,347 million yen posted
in the preceding fiscal year).

Overview of each business segment
(i) Industrial Sewing Machine Business

Sales turned around mainly in the Chinese market in the fourth quarter but, due to an overall weakness of
recuperative power until the third quarter, consolidated sales of the Industrial Sewing Machines Business as
a whole stood at 36,092 million yen, down 19.0% from the preceding fiscal year.

(ii) SMT Systems Business (pick-and-placers, etc.)

Sales have being growing up at a satisfactory pace from the bottom in the first quarter thanks to the launch
of the high-speed pick-and-placers but, due to continued weakness of the recuperative power, consolidated
sales of the SMT Systems Business as a whole stood at 12,040 million yen, down 39.7% from the preceding
fiscal year.

(iii) Household Sewing Machines Business

The launch of new products was effective, and consolidated sales of the Household Sewing Machines
Business as a whole stood at 2,424 million yen, up 2.9% from the preceding fiscal year.

(iv) Electronic Equipment & Computer Peripherals Business

Consolidated sales of the Electronic Equipment & Computer Peripherals Business as a whole stood at
2,381 million yen, down 55.4% from the preceding fiscal year, due to the withdrawal from precision
equipment business (related to the amusement machines) in the second quarter.

(v) Precision Casting Business (lost-wax products etc.)
Due to the influence of slump in demand of a related industry, consolidated sales of the Precision Casting

Business as a whole stood at 2,745 million yen, down 26.9% from the preceding fiscal year.

(Analysis of Assets, Liabilities, Net Assets, and Cash Flows)

Assets, Liabilities, Net Assets, and Cash Flows for FY2009 ended March 21, 2010 are as follows:
Total assets at the end of FY2009 decreased by 2,573 million yen from the end of the preceding fiscal year
and was 101,081 million yen. This was mainly due to the fact that, while tangible fixed assets increased by
3,895 million yen, inventories decreased by 6,772 million yen. Liabilities increased by 8,329 million yen
from the end of the preceding fiscal year and was 90,395 million yen, as a result of, mainly, the increase in
interest-bearing debts by 9,846 million yen.

Net assets decreased by 10,902 million yen from the end of the preceding fiscal year and was 10,686
million yen. This was a result of,mainly, decrease in retained earnings by 11,233 million yen.

Cash flow from operating activities resulted in positive cash flow of 1,224 million yen. This was mainly a
result of decrease in inventories.

Cash flow from investing activities resulted in negative cash flow of 10,440 million yen, due mainly to the
acquisition of tangible fixed assets.

Cash flow from financing activities resulted in positive cash flow of 8,524 million yen. This was mainly a
result of increase in interest-bearing debts.
